The Sixth Annual Mexico City Book Fair, took place from October 6 to 15,
2006, and was organized by the offices of the Secretary of Culture for Mexico City
and brought together close to one million people who participated in over 600
activities.

The objective of this event was to encourage and promote an interest, passion,
and love for reading to the residents of Mexico City. Each year, during the ten
days of the fair, the Zocalo and the surrounding historical district, are transformed
into venues for this extensive and important cultural event that celebrates reading
and culture.

The Fair is a place for an exchange between artists, intellectuals, and educational
and cultural institutions, to compare experiences, debate possibilities, and
establish a nexus for the production and dissemination of cultural projects.

Each year the Fair invites two cities to participate: this year Los Angeles and
Havana were the invited guests. The main venue for the Fair is the Zocalo, with
fourteen alternative sites within the Historical District that will host accompanying
exhibitions and programming for children, young adults, and the general public.

Self-Help Graphics & Art was chosen to curate and exhibit fifty pieces from its
permanent collection of limited edition serigraph prints at Museo Jose Luis
Cuevas. Self Help Graphics & Art also curated an outdoor performance at the
Zocalo including musical performers, performance artist, poets, and visual artists
from Los Angeles.

The Los Angeles Pavilion, which is over 400 square meters, included displays on
the culture and life of Los Angeles, an educational platform, which encouraged
stronger ties between the two cities and their people. Spaces were also allocated
to participants from Los Angeles to organize book presentations, round tables,
concerts, theater productions, film screenings, and art exhibitions.

Posiblemente seria mucho decir que Self Help Graphics and Art, Inc.
(SHG), fundado en 1972, es la version chicana del Taller de Grafica Popular
(TGP). Pero de una manera humilde lo a intentado y una comparacion no seria
un estrecho. Mientras que el TGP fué fundado por artistas ya establecidos y con
el fin de promulgar temas politicos, el SHG sigue siendo un taller principalmente
para el dasarrollo del nuevo talento Chican@/Mexican@ que tiene sus raices en
el Este de Los Angeles, con temas tan variados como la Virgen de Guadalupe,
imigracion, el Dia de los Muertos y los vatos locos.

Tanto los grandes momentos como asuntos personales estan presentados aqui
para su consideracion. Desde 1983, SHG ha promulgado talleres que forman
los temas para la produccion artistica. De los 48 talleres tematicos que hasta la
fecha SHG ha producido se han culcado las obras presentadas en esta
exhibicion. La grafica de SHG sigue la lucha del pueblo chicano para fines
politicos y sociales pero n6 para alli.

SHG produce innumerables ‘monoimprentas’ y aguafuertes, linotipos, carteles y
serigrafias para projectos especiales y comunitarios. SHG también presenta
exhibiciones, tanto de su produccién como de una multitude de otros temas y de
parte de artistas de todas partes del mundo y presenta clases tanto para artistas
maduros, como para nifios interesados en el arte. SHG también presenta
eventos culturales como su inventado Dia de los Muertos, que tomo un dia
religioso y lo transformé en una celebracion cultural. En fin, hoy SHG ha
transformado el arte de un pueblo insular y en veces despreciado para brindarlo
hasta la tierra de su origin.
