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SELF HELP GRAPHICS & ART RECEIVES GRANT
FOR THE NEXT PACIFIC STANDARD TIME

The Region-Wide Collaboration Opening in 2024
Will Explore Intersections of Art and Science

Los Angeles, Calif. (January 27, 2021) — Self Help Graphics & Art (SHG) has received a grant to
prepare for the next edition of the region-wide arts initiative Pacific Standard Time (PST),
scheduled to open in 2024. Funding will support SHG’s PST exhibition, Sinks: Places We call
Home. The organization is one of 45 cultural, educational, and scientific institutions throughout

Southern California to receive support from the Getty Foundation for their projects, all of which
will explore the intersection of art and science. Learn more at Getty's blog here.

Sinks: Places We Call Home will highlight the environmental disparities created by the
manufacturing sites in two communities located near Self Help Graphics & Art (SHG): Exide
Battery plant in Vernon and the former Athens Tank Farm (Exxon/Mobil Qil Corporation) site in
Willowbrook. Los Angeles-based artists Beatriz Jaramillo and Maru Garcia will partner with
SHG and scientists from the Natural History Museums of Los Angeles County (NHMLAC) to
conduct-data-driven research that reveals harmful practices from the past and the present and
their devastating ramifications on people and the environment. Both artists will produce new
work for the exhibition; Garcia will pursue soil sampling and remediation studies in the areas
surrounding Vernon, while Beatriz will invite voices from the Willowbrook communities into the
exhibition through a collaborative installation. An interactive component will use virtual reality
to demonstrate land remediation processes.

Pacific Standard Time will include dozens of simultaneous exhibitions and programs focused on
the intertwined histories of art and science, past and present, that together address some of
the most complex challenges of the 21st century—from climate change and environmental
racism to the current pandemic and artificial intelligence—and the creative solutions these
problems demand.

Self Help Graphics & Art joins a diverse community of Southern California institutions that will
present exhibitions, publications, performances, and public conversations and programs in
2024 as part of Pacific Standard Time.

“We applaud our partners for embracing remarkably diverse and imaginative approaches to
this PST’s theme of art and science,” says Joan Weinstein, director of the Getty Foundation.
“Beyond the inventiveness they are bringing to their individual research topics, they will build
new community partnerships and engage the public in civic dialogues around pressing issues of
our time. This will be a PST defined by creativity, curiosity, and community.”

54 atelier projects and exhibitions all over the world. The organization remains dedicated to the
production, interpretation and distribution of prints and other art media by Chicana/o and
Latinx artists; and its multidisciplinary intergenerational programs promote artistic excellence
and empower community by providing access to working space, tools, training and beyond.

Pacific Standard Time is an unprecedented series of collaborations among institutions across
Southern California. In each, organizations simultaneously present research-based exhibitions
and programs that explore and illuminate a significant theme in the region’s cultural history.

In Pacific Standard Time: Art in L.A. 1945-1980, more than 60 cultural institutions joined forces
between October 2011 and March 2012 and rewrote the history of the birth and impact of the
L.A. art scene. In Pacific Standard Time: LA/LA, presented from September 2017 through
January 2018, more than 70 institutions collaborated on a paradigm-shifting examination of
Latin American and Latinx art, seen together as a hemispheric continuum.

Apertura de la Colaboracion Regional en 2024
Explorard las Intersecciones del Arte y la Ciencia

Los Angeles, Calif. (27 de enero de 2021)- Self Help Graphics & Art (SHG) recibié una
subvencidn para prepararse para la proxima edicidn de la iniciativa de arte regional Pacific
Standard Time (PST), que se inaugurara en 2024. La financiacién apoyara la exposicién PST de
SHG, Sinks: Places We call Home. La organizacién es una de las 45 instituciones culturales,

educativas y cientificas en todo el sur de California que reciben apoyo de la Fundacion Getty
para sus proyectos, los cuales explorardn la interseccion del arte y la ciencia. Obtenga mas
informacién en el blog de Getty aqui.

Sinks: Places We Call Home destacara las disparidades ambientales creadas por los sitios de
fabricacion en dos comunidades ubicadas cerca de Self-Help Graphics (SHG): la planta de Exide
Battery en Vernon y el antiguo sitio de Athens Tank Farm (Exxon/Mobil Qil Corporation) en
Willowbrook . Las artistas de Los Angeles, Beatriz Jaramillo y Maru Garcia, se asociaran con
SHG y cientificos del Natural History Museum del condado de Los Angeles para realizar una
investigacion basada en datos que revele practicas daiinas del pasado y el presente y sus
devastadoras ramificaciones en las personas y el medio ambiente. Ambos artistas produciran
nuevos trabajos para la exposicidn; Garcia llevard a cabo estudios de muestreo y remediacién
del suelo en las dreas que rodean Vernon, mientras que Beatriz invitara a las voces de las
comunidades de Willowbrook a la exposicion a través de una instalacion colaborativa. Un
componente interactivo utilizara la realidad virtual para demostrar los procesos de remediacion
de tierras.
